Contractor: EPC/Prime Balance of

Quick Tips Guide 

 

Project Roles that have 
multiple people in that role 

should have 1 or 2 designated 
“Primary Contact” 

Example: A project has several 
“Seller: Legal Notice” roles, of 

which  1 or 2 should be 
identified as the “Primary 

Contact” for that role 

“Is Portal User” means the 
Contact has ability to log into 
the LSR Portal. The Contact 
must be associated with an 

Account (Partner User) 

Project Roles should be associated with a 
Contact and Account. This will link that 
individual to a company and allow us to 
report on that individual’s roles across 

projects. Also, Contacts are required into 
generate an Email Campaign. 

An individual should only have 1 
Contact in the Portal. Likewise, a 

company should only have 1 
Account. Contacts and Accounts can 

then be linked to a Project Role. 

If a role is no longer relevant, 
the individual has left the 

company or someone else is 
now handling those 

responsibilities, the role should 
be deemed “Inactive” and a 

new role added to the project.
